Both Forest and GES agreed to donate product and installation services for the project as a 
goodwill gesture meant to salute the work Lighthouse does in Central Florida’s community of blind and 
visually impaired.

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The project marked the informal launch of a partnership deal between Lighthouse Works, Forest Lighting 
USA, a Georgia-based LED lighting manufacturer, and Global Energy Services (GES), a lighting audit and LED 
installation �rm out of Maryland. The agreement positions Works to become the largest distributor of 
energy e�cient LEDs in Central Florida.

“We could not be more excited and honored for the opportunity to partner 
with Lighthouse Works and Forest Lighting USA,” said Sean Fitzgerald, Presi-
dent of GES. “We are con�dent this joint venture is going to create local jobs in 
the Florida economy and support a great organization that serves individuals 
who are blind and visually impaired.”

Lighthouse Works’ role in the newly struck deal will be to perform ful�llment 
services, including: quality control, inspection and repackaging of Forest 
manufactured LEDs and then distribute from their warehouse in south Orlan-
do as SKILCRAFT® branded product. Works will also focus on identifying 
large-scale, commercial contracts and GES will be responsible for auditing a 
building’s current energy consumption and installing the energy e�cient 
lights accordingly.

Lighthouse Works is one of 93 nonpro�t agencies associated with National 
Industries for the Blind (NIB), which produces SKILCRAFT® products and 
provides services for federal and military customers through the federal government’s AbilityOne® Program. 
NIB and its associated agencies serve as the largest employer of people who are blind in the United States, 
employing more than 5,500 people who are blind.

According to the American Foundation for the Blind, 75 percent of the estimated 4 million adults in the U.S. 
who are completely blind or partially sighted are not in the labor force—this despite the fact that, as a 
disability group, people with blindness have one of the highest rates of education.
